Leominster, MA. May 4, 2010: City Music announces the band selections for the Spring FutureStars event at the Bull Run Restaurant, May 23rd, 2010.  The seven groups, ages 12 to 18, hail from 16 towns and 11 different schools; all are driven to play and perform music.  
Indie Rock Trio Charles Van Deworkin have been working together for a year and a half, styling their original material after Zach Mann and Led Zeplin.  Guitar players Seamus Carey and Aaron Annan and drummer Tom Moretti are all 17 and all participate in the Quabbin Regional music programs.  Tom plays euphonium in the school band, Seamus plays violin and Aaron plays classical guitar in the school orchestra.  They hope their namesake – a fellow student and ardent fan, Charles Van Deworkin will attend the FutureStars show.

City Music’s FutureStars Spring event will be rock group DALE’s debut.  Together just a couple months the band likes blues/alternative music, but are influenced by  ‘Radiohead’ and the Beatles.  Original material is a collaborative effort built around a riff.  Trevor Wolanske (bass), Henry Condon (drums) and George Condon (guitar) have studied at City Music.  They all, along with Aaron Peaslee (keyboard, vocals) attend Oakmont Regional High School.

City Music welcomes back the winner of the Fall 2009 FutureStars event:  Hudlin.  Named after a local Ayer landmark,  Hudlin will be performing mostly original music at the spring event.  The group, brothers Tyler (bass) and Jacob (guitar) Brown, Anthony Adams (Drums) and Jory Adams (guitar, no relation to Anthony) back the band’s lyricist and vocalist Jessenia Moreira (14).  Influenced by the music of ‘No Doubt’, ‘Pork N Beans’ and ‘Smashing Pumpkins’, Jory explains that original songs are built around a riff that he develops and brings to the group.   Jessenia composes the lyrics based on life experiences.  

Jordan Racine and Ryan Foley are returning to the FutureStars stage as a trio this spring.  The Jordan and Foley won recording at UpSide Sound at their last appearance for City Music.  This time Matt Pinnault will join them on stage playing the Cajon.  The group claims their influences are Tom Petty, Bob Dylan and Neil Young.   Jordan is from Ashburnham and enjoys playing music with friends and relatives at family parties and at open mics.  Ryan, from Westminster, also plays saxophone in the Oakmont Regional  school band.  Matt, also from Westminster, is the bass player for the Horizon Christian Fellowship band.  All three attend Oakmont Regional High School.

Littleton’s Quadratic Horse met at the School of Rock, Boston, where the members take lessons.  They have been working together for 9 months playing covers from Frank Zappa to Black Sabbath.  They have already played venues like Johnny D’s and Great Scotts in Somerville and Alston.  Joe Cecere (guitar), Richie Garceau(bass, keys, horn), Austin Ferrante(drums), Cam Clements vocals, drums) and Victor Lima(guitar) are serious players that hope to pursue careers in music.
City Music students Anthony MacKenzie and Matty Cregg have been playing guitar together for years when they put a call out on Craig’s List for a drummer and singer.  Singer Brad Byrne and drummer Zach Grossi responded.  Zach, also a City Music student, brought along his friend bass player Harrison Clark and Stowik Seizur was formed.   Together a year, the group plays original metal music influenced by Disturbed and A7X.  Ages 15 – 18, These players are from Baldwinville, Gardner, Westminster, and Worcester, and attend Oakmont and Monty Tech.
FW Parker Students Eamon Sefton and Ben White are returning to the FutureStars stage with a new lead guitar player – Eamon’s brother Ronan.  The group, with drummer Griffin Kenna (Bromfield School) from the previous band, is called Would.  With the new lead guitarist came a new direction influenced by “King of Leon’.  They strive for a unique sound that is simple and powerful.  Eamon (rhythm guitar/lead vocal) writes most of the lyrics for the original music.  The Sefton brothers are from Stow, Griffin from Harvard and Ben (Bass) from Boxborough.
The FutureStars Showcases are sponsored by City Music.  The event offers bands of teen musicians an opportunity to perform with full professional sound and lighting, in a real music venue on the Bull Run concert stage in Shirley, MA.  The FutureStars Fall event will be held from 4pm to 8pm on Sunday, May 23rd.
