Semester stu-
dents need to give 30 days’ notice, and will 
be refunded any lesson credit after the 30 
days. Monthly students need to give one 
week’s notice, and will be refunded any 
remaining paid lessons.  

Teacher absences and weather can-
cellations: If the instructor is unable to 
re-schedule a lesson cancelled by them-
selves or by weather, an account credit will 
be given at the students’ payment plan 
rate.
